Syllabus for Entrance Test Examination of Advanced Diploma in Turkish  
 
Time: 1 hr 30 minutes                                                                     Marks: 100 
 
The Entrance Test for Advanced Diploma in Turkish will comprise of two parts: Part-A & Part-B. 

1. Part-A will consist of 40 objective type multiple choice question related to Basic Turkish 

grammar like Noun, Pronoun, Adjective, Verb, Adverb, Preposition, Tense (Present, Past 

& Future), vocabulary, expressions used in daily situation of one mark each. There will be 

negative marking in Part-A with a weightage of 0.25 marks for each wrong answer. Time 

Duration will be 30 minutes. 

 

2. Part-B will consist of subjective type descriptive questions with a weightage of 60 marks 

consisting of six questions of ten marks each like fill in the blanks, proverbs, translation 

from English to Turkish vice versa, comprehension passage, short essay to be written in 

Turkish (150 words). Time Duration will be 60 minutes.           

 
Note: Admission to the Advanced Diploma in Turkish shall be done on the basis of merit 
determined by the result of Entrance Test Examination.
