Syllabus for Entrance Test Examination of Advanced Diploma in Russian  
 

Time: 1 hr 30 minutes                                                            Maximum Marks: 100 
 

The Entrance Test for Advanced Diploma in Russian will comprise of two parts: Part-A & Part-B. 

1. Part A contains questions related to grammar and vocabulary in a communicative context. 

(40 MARKS) Pronouns, Adjectives, Verbs, Adverbs, Prepositions, Tenses (Present, Past 

& Future), vocabulary. There will be negative marking in Part-A with a weightage of 0.25 

marks for each wrong answer. 

 

2. Part B has a comprehension passage with questions to be answered (60 MARKS) will 
consist of subjective type descriptive questions with a weightage of 30 marks consisting of 
questions like fill in the blanks, true/false, questions, and 30 marks essay to be written in 
Russian (120-150 words). 

           
 
Note: Admission to the Diploma in Russian shall be done based on merit determined by the result 
of Entrance Test Examination.
